Performance Improvement indicators for this year are EMS Scene Time > 20 min. and 3 hour ED time prior to transfer. Goal is to be at 85%. Data should come from Level II, or III’s if they have their own registry. As of July 1, 2009 GCS for both Prehospital and ED prior to transfer, has been added to PI.. The GCS should be broken down. 
Performance Improvement is having training on June 3rd. in Madison at Sheraton.

DI has entered 16,000 records to the Registry. If you need new Security to get on line contact Connie Rigdon. A Committee is working on definitions (scene time, time in ED) for PI.
