The EMSC Coordinator position is vacant and they are looking at replacing that as a contracted position. 

In the past Site Reviews were called Designation Site Reviews but do to a clarification, Per DHS 118.03(6) “Classification” means the process whereby a hospital identifies its service level as a trauma care facility and the department reviews and approves the hospital as a provider of a level of trauma care services to meet the needs of the severely injured patient. So hence forth they are called Classification Site Reviews.
 Classification Site Reviews have begun in August 2011with Hospitals that weren’t reviewed in 2010. If you have any questions regarding Classification Site Reviews contact Marianne Peck at marianne.peck@dhs.wisconsin.gov  
 2 STAC committees that oversee site reviews are Classification Review Committee (closed meeting Wed. 8-11 am.) and Classification Process Committee which is open to the public for input, starting Dec.14, 2011 from 11am-noon. This is a very informative meeting.
Classification Site Reviews will use the ACS Gold Book and Essentials & Desired checklist. FVRTAC does have 1 Gold Book to loan to Hospitals to use for Site Review preparations. 

RTTDC is acceptable for Level IV hospital ER Physicians. But you must submit a waiver letter to Marianne Peck before every site review.

Performance Improvement indicators for this year are EMS Scene Time > 20 min. and 3 hour ED time prior to transfer. Goal is to be at 85%. Data should come from Level II, or III’s if they have their own registry. As of July 1, 2009 GCS for both Prehospital and ED prior to transfer, has been added to PI. The GCS should be broken down. 

WHEPP is sponsoring some Tactical EMS courses and I’m wondering if there is any interest in having a course in the Fox Valley. If there is an interest contact me.
WHEPP is having a state wide drill Jan 25, 2012. The drill scenario is going to be a snow tornado in Brown County. The drill will test patient evacuation and patient tracking.

There is a committee looking at revising and creating an RTAC Trauma Plan template.

FVRTAC committee of EMS Providers & ER nurses has created an ambulance patient radio report. This report has been printed and is available through FVRTAC and is posted on the website as well.
