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1. What criteria are used to activate the trauma system?  
The definition of major trauma document that has been approved by the Fox Valley Regional Trauma Advisory Committee.
2. Who can activate the trauma system? 
A. Any police, firefighter, EMS or first-responder agency operating under an operational plan. 
B.  Any police, firefighter, EMS or first-responder agency in consultation with an EMS medical control physician.

3. How and to what facility will trauma patients be transported? 
Patient destination will be determined by the Fox Valley Regional Trauma Advisory Committee’s Trauma Patient Destination Policy in conjunction with local EMS operational plans.
4. How can I be assured that trauma patients are getting to appropriate facilities?  
The Fox Valley Regional Trauma Advisory Committee Performance Improvement and Medical Oversight subcommittees will review all charts of trauma patients that are diverted to a higher level of trauma care than their traditional hospital destinations.  In addition any EMS service or hospital may submit individual charts for review on a case-by-case basis.

5. Who do I contact if I have questions regarding a particular incident or scenario?  
Contact the Chairperson of the Fox Valley Regional Trauma Advisory Committee, the Chairperson of the Performance Improvement Subcommittee or the Chairperson of the Medical Oversight Subcommittee.
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
