· STAC has approved “The State of Wisconsin Trauma Field Triage Protocol”.
· The Trauma system is going to start a website dhs.wisconsin.gov. On this website there will be a link to the Trauma Coordinators, Hospitals, RTACs, Trauma Registry, Injury Prevention and Resources.
· Mercy Hospital in Janesville is a new Level 2 Trauma Center.
	· Kelly Jung said that Theda Clark is putting on a program called PARTY at the PAC. It is informational for 5,000 9th. grade high school students regarding driving and texting. There will be presentations on March 2nd.& 3rd. at 9:15am and 12:30pm.
· 276 EMS Services throughout WI received the PPE for EMS in round 1. In FVRTAC 21 EMS Services received the PPE.  Round 2 statewide 400 EMS and 1st. Responder agencies applied for PPE. In FVRTAC 26 agencies applied for the PPE. Shipping should have started 2/8/10.
