As part of its on-going Pre-Hospital Preparedness initiatives, the Wisconsin Hospital Emergency Preparedness Program is supporting EMS Ambulance services with Personal Protective Equipment at no cost. 

  

The PPE available to EMS Ambulance services includes: 

  

        1 case of N95 Respirators, size Large (one case contains six boxes of 20 respirators) 

        2 cases of nitrile gloves, size Medium (once case contains 10 boxes of 100 gloves) 

        2 cases of nitrile gloves, size Large (once case contains 10 boxes of 100 gloves) 

        1 case of surgical masks with ties (one case contains 6 boxes of 20 masks) 

        1 case of patient masks with earloops (one case contains 50 boxes of 20 masks) 

  

Only one order of PPE is available per service, no matter how many ambulances the service has. However, your EMS Ambulance service may opt out of receiving certain items as per the on-line instructions. Further PPE may be made available in FY 2009 if funding permits. The Wisconsin Hospital Emergency Preparedness Program intends to add First Responder services in FY 2009, if funding is available. 

  

The Memorandum of Understanding can be signed on-line and contains the terms of this agreement. The EMS Ambulance services accepting this PPE agrees, for example, to maintain this amount of PPE in inventory for a period of 5 years. 

  

To be eligible for receipt of this PPE, the EMS Ambulance Service must meet the following requirements: 

  

1.      Complete this Application on-line no later than April 1, 2009.    

a.       Only on-line Applications will be accepted. 

b.      Applications received after April 1, 2009 will not be accepted.

2.      Read the on-line Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) and agree to the terms of this MOU. 

3.      Print the “Anticipated PPE Needs for EMS for Medicals Response Call during Pandemic/Biological Event”, which can be downloaded at www.pandemic.wisconsin.gov. and distribute one copy of this document to each member of your EMS Ambulance service. These are recommendations only. 

4.      Electronically sign the Memorandum of Understanding as per the on-line instructions. You will receive a hardcopy for your records through postal mail. 

  

The Wisconsin Hospital Emergency Preparedness Program will direct ship the PPE that your service orders to the SHIP TO address provided in the on-line application by June 30, 2009. There is no cost to the EMS service to receive this personal protective equipment.
